Welcome: Co-Facilitator, William Brannon started the meeting at 9:35 AM with a moment of silence
Acceptance of minutes:  October and November minutes were approved by voice vote. 
Project Safe Neighborhoods: Jennifer Snyder of Project Safe Neighborhoods (PSN) gave a report of 2008 activities and 2009 goals.  Questions and answers follow:
Q. Will PSN move to District 1 Substation this spring?
A.  Yes.  Currently PSN is located in the Community Services Division of the Police Department.

Q.  How will PSN publicize upcoming awareness sessions?

A.  The sessions will be publicized in the newspaper, PAC flyers and via school counselors.

Law Enforcement Update:  Lt. Tate mentioned the following:
1.  The police are working on Hoover Rd as a crime hot spot.

2. The Heat Team met with Mrs. Atwater concerning speeding.

3. Heat Team seized 6 guns in December.

4. There were 5,752 call for service in District 1.

5. The Citizen Police Academy is being offered in English and Spanish.  It’s a great program to help citizens learn about Durham Police Department.  The six week academy is free of charge and provides first-hand knowledge and front line experiences.
6. Officer Thomas mentioned two drug arrests.  At least one involved a gun.
Donald Yarborough: 5500/month 911 calls- That is a call every 7.5 minutes. Wanted to say thank you to the Police Department for job well done. 
Co-facilitator Melvin Whitley- Give a round of applause to our law enforcement for their work in our neighborhood. “We thank you.”
City Streets and Operation Green Light  Presentation Katie Kalb- Director of Public Works

2005 and 2007 approved bonds for street maintenance. 
Did a survey in Spring 2007 

652 miles of City Streets. 60% needed some type of maintenance. 

220 miles needed resurfacing

171 miles need other maintenance. 

Pavenator- Website can access through City’s main website

Harvard Ave was supposed to be paved in the 2005 Bond but it has not been done. 

Harvard Ave- is part of dirt street- will be included in another contract with other dirt streets. Will be contracted this summer. 

What about the sidewalks on North Driver/East Main? Will be contracted Spring 2009.

Fay Street- No answer. 

Melvin Whitley- 238 Dirt Streets- When will they be paved? 
Harvard Avenue- They are designing it right now. She will look at the calendar. She will let him know the first week of January. 

2005 Bond was supposed to be used for dirt streets. It has been all used up. 

If people who are paying taxes living on dirt streets- why do they need to pay the assessment fee. Where did the 2005 Bond go? They had 5-6 streets designed and ready to go by the bond. They are in the process now of putting together another package. 

City Council said that Harvard Street was to be moved to the front. It will be at the next contract. 

Gwyn Silvers- Neighborhood Improvement Services-Her end of the year report is included in the back of the newsletter. 

Victoria Peterson- Please include the boarded up commercial properties as well. 

Michelle Sellers- 9 inspectors, 2 managers. They have had 3 inspectors in NECD. She will have a report next month. 

Mrs. Poole- We need to measure neighborhood improvement

Gwyn Silvers- She is relaying the programs going on. 

Inspections dept. is a different sphere within the Neighborhood Improvement Services. Ms. Sellers said she could show that information if she had her computer with her. 

James Chavis- On the advisory board- He asked for information about the Holloway Substation. Ms. Sellers does not have this information. 

Ms Peterson- Can the PAC send a letter to city council to ask for more than 9 inspectors for the entire city?
Purpose of the Coffee with Council in February- to have input on the budget. That is the time to make the request. 

Assistant Director of the Holton School Project- Results of the Survey from last month. 

Victoria Peterson-Has a letter for the PAC. Have been working with ex-offenders since 2002. To help create more permanent skill set program. Fiber optic training. Also is working on a carpentry program. She would like support from the PAC. She has respectfully submitted a letter to the PAC. 

James Chavis- They have been working on making corrections to the center.
