1. Minutes read and accepted by a show of hands.

2. Law Enforcement Data- Capt. Forbes stated that crime in District One has declined  8% within the last reported period.  He also introduced Lt. Everette Rogers as a member of our district who has joined the COP group.
3. Introduction of all P.A.C. Members-All members were asked to introduce themselves, giving name and community /neighborhood affiliation they represent.  
4. Alcohol Establishment Criteria Presentation-Wanda Boone noted high numbers of individuals/children are alcohol dependent. Listed were ramifications of using alcohol and drugs. Drug/alcohol arrest are higher in this district than any other in Durham, therefore, the need  for discussion and change need to come.  Members voiced numerous  concerns related  to the ills of  substance abuse..  Agent Armstrong fielded numerous questions and concerns. Agent Armstrong is with  Alcohol Law Enforcement. One of our greatest problems concerning children obtaining alcohol/tobacco is that they are often getting them with assistance from adults.
5. Question and Answer Period- Many Questions were raised about compliance of neighborhood   stores. Member would like a listing of establishment found to be involved in illegal sales.   Establishments that fail to meet county and state alcohol regulation guidelines should be regularly inspected.  Agent Armstrong mentioned that random inspections are done on all area establishments.  Reform in alcohol permit issue was questioned extensively. 
Procedure for application of alcohol permit: 1.application to the City of Durham 2. Background investigation  3. Neighborhood check and notification   4. Returned to the City of Durham  for final approval.

---Rev. Melvin Whitley suggested legislative reform.  Also  this should be a platform item. (alcohol permit reform)    Rev. Whitley , William Brannon  and  Earl agreed to meet and discuss future steps concerning this item.
