Harvard Ave – street erosion and paving

Presentation was shared with City Council on Thursday, February 18th regarding the Harvard Avenue paving project.  Staff can respond to specific questions.

Mound on Main Street between Blacknall & Goley

DHA removed the asphalt and cleaned the area.  NIS Impact Team cleared 1.7 tons of junk and debris and removed litter from the Main Street & Goley and the Blacknall area.

Old Bell Building corner Angier & Alston fix or demolish

NIS has worked with the former owners of the property to transfer the property to a nonprofit developer, Builders of Hope.  BoH plans to develop a Green Job Incubator on the site.   BoH is currently seeking funds for redevelopment of site and job creation.

Boone Court Jersey Barriers – cars going around

City has not received any complaints since barriers were relocated.

City reports back to PAC until item is resolved.

City staff could be more responsive to certain PAC1 issues (see items above and 8, 9 and 10 below which has been in discussion but not resolved for months).

City did not honor its agreement from last year to hold Block Captain Training on a day that doesn’t conflict with PAC1’s Coffee with Council.  We’ve been assured that this will not happen again next year.
After vendors were scheduled, it was too difficult to reschedule this year’s event. Next year, the Block Captain Workshop will not be held on any Saturday where any PAC meeting is scheduled.

PAC 1 Office has been without a telephone since the Holton Career & Resource Center opened.  Emails six months prior to the grand opening show the co-facilitator requested information as to how the office telephone and internet would be set up.  The response was basically that it was taken care of.  Upon entering the office it was determined that there was no phone jack present.  It’s February 1 and we’re still without a telephone.  We’ve been told that a lock must be cut in order to give Verizon access to some telephone wires. 
The phone is now working, confirmed with Wanda Boone, PAC 1 Co-Facilitator on 2/18/10.

9.
PAC1 Office is with without a physical internet connection.  The connection is wireless and unstable.  However, there are three internet jacks inside the office.  We’ve been told that we must deal with the school system concerning this issue.  However, it should have been resolve prior to the grand opening.  No target date as of 2/9/2010. 
Received confirmation from William Brannon, PAC 1 Co-Facilitator on 2/19/10 that the wireless system is working however, he prefers another type of setup.  DPR will schedule a meeting to discuss with DPS and DPR IT.


10.
Car repair shops not in compliance. There is parking of cars on sidewalks at 2500 block of Angier Ave.
