1. Co-Facilitator Wanda Boone introduced the City of Durham officials, and then explained the meeting format.
2. City staff gave a budget presentation.

8. Dennis Garrett asked the city to help him with completing the paper work necessary to get assisting for his program that serves the homeless.  Bertha Johnson indicated that she would personally help if he would come to her office.

9. Willie Hester indicated that street lights are needed.

10. Elaine Chance asked about a negative response to speed humps on Hyde Park.  It was explained that the fire department requested Hyde Park remain without speed humps.  Ms. Chance also asked what happened to the monies allocated to ED Mickel.  Rhonda Parker indicated that 80% of the design process for renovations is done.  The project is moving forward.  Ms. Chance also question where everyone should go during a disaster.  Bruce with the Fire Dept and Jeff Baton indicated that a plan exist.  The city will work to publicize.

11. There was discussion about fees for classes at recreation centers.  Rhonda Parker mentioned the sliding scale fees and waivers.  There was also discussion concerning trails and greenways.  George Roberson indicated that St. James Church will give city the right of way thru their property.

12. Constance Stancil reported on vacant houses in Durham.

13. Pilar mentioned a Rental Inspection Advisory Committee.

14. Aggie Cruise mentioned Neighborhood Energy Retrofit Program.

15. Ruth Poole asked council about being responsive to written requests.
