Welcome/Moment of Silence/Acceptance of Minutes

1.  Rob Corns and Steve McNulty Present how neighborhood watch was set up in their community, Milan Woods:  (A) Identify all addresses you plan to cover.  (B) Select Block Captains: selection could be according to number of homes in each block. (C) Canvass the area to gather phone numbers, e-mail addresses, etc. (D) Elect a Board of Directors or some type of Governing Body. (E) Create a Database of all information (F) Establish a community publication.
2.  Law Enforcement Update-District 1. Reese Carson reported on an ABC request-115 Falls Village Lane. PAC members raised their concerns related to this application. It has been asked that all ABC requests be held until the PAC body can review the request. PAC voted in support of this measure. 

"We As 1" is planning a neighborhood tour.  Beat 114 will have foot patrol.

3.  PAC has once again expressed concerns about individuals standing at bus stops behaving in an unlawful manner.  It was suggested that foot-patrol be a means of curbing some of this activity.  Addresses of interest: 801 Liberty and Elm Streets, Corner of Mangum and Corporation (M & M Food Mart).  Since the weather has become warmer, the presence and increased drug activity has been observed.  The Kickball Game partnered   with Clean Energy Durham-DPD has been cancelled and rescheduled for June 19, 2010.   
4.  Maintaining PAC’s Involvement-When a community event is brought before the body, whereas a facility is needed, if the event is a community event where there is no funds being acquired, a motion was made that the mandatory fee be waived.  The Co-Facilitator and Melvin Whitley will devise a proposal that would allow community centers be used without a fee if the activity is approved by the PAC Co-Facilitators. The motion carried.  A Wal-Mart gift card will be given to the person that brings the most first time members to the next PAC meeting.  First time members must be 18 years and older to count.
5.  Census-Questions were raised about why citizens were receiving 2nd & 3rd Census forms in the mail.  There is no need to mail in the extra forms.  Members were given Census information cards to pass along to their neighbors.  All that volunteered received a hat and T-shirt.
6.  Announcements-  Housing retrofit program will be discussed at the next meeting.  There will be discussion about entrepreneur classes soon.
7.  Budget Information-Desk, other office equipment needed. There is approximately two-thousand in the budget presently. These funds must be requested by April 30th. PAC voted to allow the Co-Facilitators to spend the remaining funds on PAC office furniture, supplies etc.
