Welcome/Moment of Silence/Acceptance of Minutes

1.  Cpl M. C. Walkowe discussed Crime Stoppers which is a community program of three partners: community, law enforcement, and media.  It was started in 1986 and pays up to 1500 dollars for information leading to the arrest of wanted felons.  Visit durham.crimestoppers.org for more information.
2.  Law Enforcement Update-District 1. (a) Lt. Tate talked about the success of the We As 1 Tour of five neighborhoods and the possibility of another tour later this year.  (b) Four juveniles were caught due to a citizen observation and information to police.  (c) Driver license checks will be stepped up for the Memorial Day weekend.  (d) Police are getting positive results and Hardee and Rainer streets.  (e) It was suggested that We As 1 handouts are provided at future meetings. 

3.  Mr. Tommy Perry and Ms. Celeste Taylor from Probation and Parole provided information on their program.  128,000 on parole; 110,000 on supervised; 2100 certified officers; 94 officers in Durham; 9 units in Durham.  Prison cost $73.00/day;  parole cost $2.49/day;  house arrest $9.00/day.  
The Administrative Office of the Courts (AOC) Alert System alerts probation officers of their client’s new offences.  Average case load is 60 offenders per officers.  After December 1, 2009 a P.O. can search a client.  There was discussion about a bill that would allow former offenders to expunge their record after a certain period of time. 4.  Wanda Boone provided an update on the East Durham Children’s Initiative which included the establishment of an Advisory Board and the fact the Author, Paul Touch would be coming to speak at HCRC on the following day.
