Support Letter Request for Daycare Center-Dinah Parker Made a presentation in regards to her desire to open a center located at 1309 Angier Avenue. Ms. Parker has applied for a grant from the City of Durham. The city wants to see an endorsement from PAC. PAC voted to provide a support letter.
Durham Affordable Housing Coalition-Lorisa Seibel asked residents to ask City Council to find funds to continue housing services in Durham.
