
SERVING THE COMMUNITY 

Tucked away in District 1 is a business 

where a group of African American men get 

together to enjoy each other company.  

Some participate in events such as motor 

cycling from Durham to cities all across the 

country.  Their camaraderie, however, goes 

beyond the boundaries of their mutual inter-

est to serving their beloved community.  

Every few weeks, the men clean fish or  

chicken, simmer beans, or grill hot dogs and 

hamburgers in their roles as cooks to serve 

the community.   

At about three oõclock in the afternoon, the  

lines start forming as residents learn by 

word of mouth (or by the aroma in the air) 

that the food is ready.  Plates are filled with 

food dishes the men started preparing hours 

earlier.  Amazingly, the economic downturn 

has been a catalyst, not a deterrent, to con-

tinue serving the community as regularly as 

possible.  

Feed the community day is a reminder of a 

tradition once prominent in African American 

communities ñ to take care of their own.  

This group remains anonymous, but their 

service touches the heart and soul of many.

CITY OFFERS PRESCRIPTION DRUG DIS-

COUNT CARD 

Now Available to All City Residents Free of Charge  

City of Durham residents interested in saving money on 

prescription drugs not covered by their own insurance will 

now have an opportunity to use a new, free prescription 

drug discount card offered through the National League of 

Cities (NLC).  

The NLC, through collaboration with the City of Durham, is 

offering this new discount card to all city residents at no 

cost, with no enrollment or membership fees and no re-

quirement to register in order to receive the free card.   The 

NLC prescription discount card is designed to help residents 

save money on prescriptions that are not covered by insur-

ance and is being offered through municipalities that are 

members of the NLC.  

The program includes an average savings of 20 percent and 

coverage is available for all family members with no age or 

income requirement and no limit on how many times the 

card can be used.   According to the NLC, nine out of 10 

pharmacies nationwide participate in the program, including 

the major chains and many independent pharmacies.  

The prescription discount cards can be printed online and 

are also available for pick up in the City of Durhamõs De-

partment of Human Resources, located on the first floor of 

City Hall at 101 City Hall Plaza.   In addition to cards being 

available for pick up at City Hall, cards are also now being 

distributed to other sites, such as libraries, pharmacies, 

churches, and senior centers.   If organizations or commu-

DURHAM NEIGHBORHOOD COLLEGE 

Deadline to Apply for Spring Term is January 11, 2010 

Residents looking to play a more active role in their 

neighborhoods and the Durham community will get their 

chance to learn how at this springõs Durham Neighborhood 

College, a class designed specifically for residents to learn 

about the organization, operations, and services of their 

local city and county governments.  

This series of classes, co -sponsored by the City and County 

of Durham, consists of interactive sessions facilitated by 

various local government officials, allowing residents to 

learn about key government operations directly from the 

elected officials and staff responsible for overseeing key 

City and County services.  

The final day to apply for the spring session is Monday, 

January 11, 2010. Applicants must be current in their vehi-

cle and property taxes at the time of application.  

The classes will be held on nine Thursday nights beginning 

February 18, 2010, from 6:00pm to 8:30pm, and on one 

Saturday morning. Space in the Durham Neighborhood Col-

lege is limited to 25 people. Applications will be accepted 

to create a diverse participant population from as many Dur-

ham neighborhoods as possible as well as residents living 

outside the city limits. Students must attend eight of the 10 

sessions to successfully complete the program.  

A light meal is served prior to the start of each class and 

sessions are held at City and County facilities. There is a 

$30 fee for citizens accepted into the program and five 

scholarships are available if needed. Area high school stu-

dents ages 15 and up, as well as Latino residents, are also 

encouraged to apply.

2010 CENSUS JOBS  

The U.S. Census Bureau is recruiting tempo-

rary, part -time census takers for the 2010 

Census. These short -term jobs offer good 

pay, flexible hours, paid training, and reim-

bursement for authorized work -related ex-

penses, such as mileage incurred while conducting census 

work. Best of all, census takers work right in their own 

communities.  

Hundreds of thousands of census takers are needed nation-

wide to help locate households and conduct brief personal 

interviews with residents. Most positions require a valid 

driver's license and use of a vehicle. However, use of public 

transportation may be authorized in certain areas.  

All census takers must be able to speak English, but people 

who have bilingual skills are needed in communities where a 

large number of residents primarily speak other languages.

$16.25 an hour.

TASK FORCE ON ADOLESCENT HEALTH 

RELEASES REPORTS 

The Task Force and Steering Committee on Adolescent 

Health, an initiative that came out of the Duke/Durham 

Health Summit held in April 2009, has released the results 

of its findings in several pamphlets through the North Caro-

lina Institute of Medicine.  A central consensus was that 

òinstead of focusing solely on preventing certain adolescent 

health issues, the task force also looked at ways to invest 

in youth so they can develop the skills and attributes 

needed to become productive adults.ó 

The full report, Healthy Foundations for Healthy Youth:  A 

report of the NCIOM Task Force on Adolescent Health, De-

cember 2009, is published by the NNCIOM in collaboration 

with the North Carolina Metamorphosis Project, through a 

grant from the Duke Endowment.  Persons interested in 

adolescent health and those who work with youth are en-

couraged to participate in the future planning of health ini-

tiatives for youth and may contact Tamie Harbison 

(tamie@duke.edu) or Erika Hanzely -Layko (ehlayko@duke.
